e  Tdap: 1 booster dose of teatans, diphtheria and pertussis vaccine e  Hep B: 3 or more doses of hepatitis B vaccine

e  MCV: 1 dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine e  Varicella: 1 dose of varicella vaccine for School Years 2016-2017

e |PV/Polio: 3 or more doses of polilvirus vaccine and 2017-2018; 2 doses for School Year 2018-2019 to 2021-2022
