2. By requesting or receiving funds under this award, the recipient assures that it will carry out the 

project/program described in its approved state plan(s) and will comply with the terms and conditions and 
other requirements of this award.

Of the remaining 15% matching share, one third (5%) must 
come from State sources.  Federal participation cannot exceed 75% of the total III-E costs.  The remaining 
25% represents the State and local matching share.
