IAWARD INFORMATION 

Incorporation: In addition to the federal laws, regulations, policies, and CDC General Terms 
and Conditions for Non-research awards at https://www.cdc.gov/qrants/federal-regulations­
policies/index.html, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) hereby incorporates 
Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) number DP18-1810, entitled State Actions to Improve 
Oral Health Outcomes, and application dated April 19, 2022, as may be amended, which are 
hereby made a part of this Non-research award, hereinafter referred to as the Notice of Award 
(NoA). 

Approved Funding: Funding in the amount of $354,000 is approved for the Year 5 budget 
period, which is September 1, 2022 through August 31, 2023. All future year funding will be 
based on satisfactory programmatic progress and the availability of funds. 

The federal award amount is subject to adjustment based on total allowable costs incurred 
and/or the value of any third-party in-kind contribution when applicable.

Financial Assistance Mechanism: Cooperative Agreement 

Substantial Involvement by CDC: This is a cooperative agreement and CDC will have 
substantial programmatic involvement after the award is made. Substantial involvement is in 
addition to all post-award monitoring, technical assistance, and performance reviews 
undertaken in the normal course of stewardship of federal funds. 

CDC program staff will assist, coordinate, or participate in carrying out effort under the award, 
and recipients agree to the responsibilities therein, as detailed in the NOFO. 

i. Technical Assistance: Provide programmatic, evaluation, epidemiologic, and technical 
assistance for recipients and their stakeholders and partners through programmatic and one-on­
one technical consultation, national training, workshops, Web Conferences, SEALS, and Water 
Fluoridation Reporting System (WFRS) training, and other forms of guidance. CDC will also 
facilitate technical assistance between national partners and recipients as needed. 

ii. Information Sharing between Recipients: The Program will share information, best practices, 
lessons learned, and evaluation results among recipients through program list-serv,

conferences, guidance, material development, webinars, digital media, participation in 
appropriate meetings and committees, conference calls and working groups, including

iii. Additional Support: CDC will develop technical assistance resources for recipients through 
cooperative agreements with national organizations. 

Direct Assistance (DA): DA is awarded in the amount of $1,605 for SAS license in this budget 
period.

Expanded Authority: The recipient is permitted the following expanded authority in the 
administration of the award. 

181 Carryover of unobligated balances from one budget period to a subsequent budget period. 
Unobligated funds may be used for purposes within the scope of the project as originally 
approved. Recipients will report use, or intended use, of unobligated funds in Section 12
