Readiness to Accept HL7 Messages Related to 
Stage 1 Meeting Meaningful Use
The Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services (DHSS) has the infrastructure in place to receive electronic public health related data submitted by eligible professionals (EPs), eligible hospitals (EHs) and critical access hospitals (CAHs) from certified Electronic Health Record (EHR) systems.  The DHSS is NOT an official ONC-Authorized Testing and Certification Body.  To apply for certification of EHR technology, you must contact an authorized organization.  A current list of these may be obtained at http://onc-chpl.force.com/ehrcert
The department will work with EPs, EHs and CAHs desiring to submit electronic data for Stage 1 public health related Menu Set Measures to meet meaningful use requirements.  The Stage 1 Meaningful Use Requirements are available at: http://www.cms.gov/EHRIncentivePrograms/55_EducationalMaterials.asp#TopO   DHSS will verify the submitter’s HL7 messages are in compliance with the national standards and validate the content of these messages is compliant with the messaging guides.  

DHSS currently receives electronic data from a number of sources.  These data may or may not be consistent with the HL7 national standards being adopted under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA).  All new electronic data submissions to DHSS must meet these standards.  Current submitters will be given notice when their data files will no longer be accepted in the format previously submitted.  

DHSS will continue to make enhancements and needed changes as requirements for future Stages of implementation of the Medicare and Medicaid incentive programs are finalized.
