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INTRODUCTION

ABOUT THIS REPORT

This report presents data from the 2007 Missouri Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System
(BRESS). Since its creation by the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) in 1984,
the BRESS has been conducted annually in all 50 states. The BRESS data is used to estimate the
prevalence of chronic disease risk factors, conditions, and preventive practices, as well as to provide
information about other pertinent issues.

The information collected from the annual BRESS is used to monitor health trends and to evaluate
public health programs and policies. More information about BRESS and state data may be found at

This report presents weighted prevalence estimates and 95% confidence intervals calculated for each
topic using SAS statistical software. Crude and age-adjusted prevalence estimates and confidence
intervals were produced for the selected indicators and cross-tabulated by socio-demographic factors
of gender, race, age, income, and education. The definition of each indicator including the questions
asked of respondents is provided at the bottom of the data tables.
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Definitions:

Prevalence: The proportion (usually a percentage) of a population that has a defined risk factor,
disease, or condition at a particular point in time. Crude prevalence is prevalence without age
adjustment.

Age adjustment: A technique used be compare prevalence of populations when the ages are quite
different. Age-adjusted prevalence is calculated by weighting the age-specific prevalence for a given
year by the age distribution of a standard population (i.e. the 2000 US Standard Population).

95% Confidence Intervals (CI) — The range of values for which there is 95% confidence that the true
value falls within the range, which is reported as lower confidence interval (LCI) and upper confidence
interval (UCI).

REGIONAL DATA FOR MISSOURI

Missouri is comprised of 114 counties and the City of St. Louis. The sample size from each county,
on an annual basis, is too small to make conclusive estimates by county. Therefore, the counties and
St. Louis are clustered into the following seven geographical BRESS regions to examine sub-state
level results: Kansas City Metro, St. Louis Metro, Central, Southwest, Southeast, Northwest, and
Northeast.
