Sample Proclamation

Whereas the week of April 4–10, 2016, is National Public Health Week, and the theme is “Healthy Missouri 2030: Making Communities Stronger”;
Whereas since 1995, the American Public Health Association, through its sponsorship of National Public Health Week, has educated the public, policymakers and public health professionals about issues important to improving the public’s health;

Whereas vaccine-preventable diseases are at an all-time low thanks to more people being vaccinated, saving lives and millions of dollars in health care costs;
Whereas public health professionals help communities prevent, prepare for, withstand, and recover from the impact of a full range of health threats, including disease outbreaks such as the Zika virus, natural disasters, and disasters caused by human activity.
Whereas public health action, together with scientific and technologic advances, have played a major role in reducing and in some cases eliminating the spread of infectious disease, and in establishing today’s disease surveillance and control systems.
Whereas the percentage of adults smoking cigarettes in Missouri, the leading cause of preventable disease and death in Missouri, decreased from 24.9 percent in 2011 to 20.6 percent in 2014.
