	Referral:
A component of the nursing process whereby, after a nursing assessment has been conducted and a nursing diagnosis made, the school nurse reaches a conclusion, and communicates this conclusion to the student and his or her parent/guardian to identify options for accessing the community health care system.  In making the referral, the school nurse determines whether or not services are accessible and acceptable to the student and family.  The nurse considers distance, transportation, culture, language, previous health history, previous screening results, cost of care, and wait time, and elicits past practices and satisfication with the needed service from the family. 

Referral completion:  Referral is determined to be complete once the child has entered the health care system, i.e., child goes to an appointment and is evaluated by a health care provider, the child receives professional evaluation, and the problem is resolved to the extent possible.
