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POLICY:
Risk Factor 300 shall be assigned to a prenatal, breastfeeding and non-breastfeeding women who have documentation for the following conditions: Hyperemesis Gravidarum, Gestational Diabetes and History of Gestational Diabetes.  Procedures for obtaining data, documentation and assigning risk factor must be followed.  

PROCEDURES:

A.
Obtaining Data

1.
Obtain acceptable documentation or verification of diagnosis, such as on a physician’s prescription, referral form, medical record, other reliable record or verbal documentation. A telephone order is acceptable, as long as it is documented as such. Retain documentation on file.  

2.
Obtain diagnosis or condition as self reported by applicant/participant/caregiver. 
B.
Documenting 

1.
If participant self reports health and/or medical conditions document in the participant’s file the name of the physician or health care provider, contact information of the health care provider and whether the condition is being controlled by diet or medication.  If medication has been prescribed document the drug name(s).  

C.
Assessing

1.
Assess program category and review diagnosis or condition to verify if it substantiates the presence of a pregnancy-induced condition.   

D.
Assigning Risk Factor

1. Assign risk factor 300:  

a. Prenatal provided documentation for the following conditions: Hyperemesis Gravidarum {link to USDA risk #301} or Gestational Diabetes {link to USDA risk #302} or any History of Gestational Diabetes. {link to USDA risk #303}
b. Non-breastfeeding and breastfeeding women provided documentation for History of Gestational Diabetes {link to USDA risk #303} with most recent pregnancy.
