OVERVIEW OF FOOD INSTRUMENT PRINT SCREENS

WITH RACE/ETHNICITY CORRECTIONS


A.
H651 Print Screen

1.
The H651 print screen can print up to six DCNs at one time.  This screen will show any race/ethnicity errors for a particular DCN in the error column (last column on the right).  The message at the bottom of the screen will be "Press F2 to print eligibles, use H652 to print race/ethnicity errors".  When this happens, press the F2 key to print all DCNs without errors.  Any race/ethnicity DCN errors will remain on the screen.  These must be printed from the H652 screen to correct.

B.
H652 Print Screen

The H652 print screen will print only one DCN at a time.  When a race/ethnicity error is found for the DCN on this screen, a message at the bottom of the screen will be "Correct Race/Ethnicity and press Ctrl".  At the top of the screen will be a line with all available race codes and an ethnicity field.  This information is being pulled from the common area of DSS.  To correct, do the following:

For race code, key a Y in the correct race code field.  Leave all other race code fields as N.  You do not have to key over the N fields.  If the correct race code is already showing a Y, do not key anything in these fields.

For ethnicity code, key a Y or N only if the code shows a U.

Once these corrections are made, press the CTRL key.  The screen will then allow the food instruments to be printed.

C.
H653 Print Screen

The H653 print screen has been modified to correct race/ethnicity errors just like the H652 screen does.  The reason for this is because in the past we have found that DSS will change a correct race/ethnicity code back to an unknown code.  This screen will not typically display the race/ethnicity errors unless the code is changed between the time you print the original food instruments and the time the H653 screen is used to reprint those food instruments on the same day.

D.
H654 Print Screen

The H654 print screen works exactly the same way the H652 screen does.  Correct the race and/or ethnicity error, and then press CTRL.  The necessary food instruments can then be printed.

NOTE:  On all print screens, if the DCN has a food package or ineligible error, these will appear first and must be corrected before a race/ethnicity error will appear.
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
