The State WIC Office will be making the following changes:

1. New Rebate Formula – Effective September 12, 2005

Enfamil Gentlease LIPIL infant formula (powdered form) is a new rebate product from Mead Johnson Nutritionals.  Enfamil Gentlease LIPIL contains partially broken down cow's milk protein and a reduced amount of lactose: 1/4 the amount of lactose in routine milk-based formula, with the remainder of carbohydrate from corn syrup. This formula can be issued to infants after trying Enfamil LIPIL with Iron and the infant does not tolerate the Enfamil LIPIL with Iron.  Enfamil Gentlease LIPIL may help babies with fussiness and/or gas.  The Missouri WIC program approves only the 12-ounce can.  Neither Concentrated nor Ready-To-Use forms of this formula are available at this time.  When issuing Enfamil Gentlease LIPIL (10 cans per month) you must use the Food Package Code.  See the attached Missouri WIC Food Package Code Listing.

2. Authority Changes – Non Contract Formulas - Effective November 14, 2005,
Issuing some non-contract formulas will no longer require State WIC nutritionist’s approval.  More information about the revised formula approval process will be forthcoming during the Program Updates Training in October.  

3. New Food Packages – Effective September 12, 2005
· New food packages for non -contract formulas are developed for your use.  Please refer to Table 1 and 2 on the next page for attached reference materials.

· The SF______ food packages for children and women with special dietary have been developed.

· Prorated food packages without cereal and juice are also developed for infants who cannot tolerate Enfamil LIPIL with Iron and need to try ProSobee LIPIL or LactoFree LIPIL.

The updated Food Package Code Listing is attached.  Please avoid using an OTH food package and SF ____ food packages

It is important to use the appropriate food packages.  During the October Update Training, guidelines for use of food packages will be discussed as will the revised Formula Reference Sheet.
