1.) Keying Nutrition Assessments (NAs) for a recert record where a previous NA existed.  If a NA exists on a certification record, when the recert is keyed, depending on the category code, the existing NA may or may not be copied over.

For a C to C recert, the NA and all answers will be copied over excluding the age range, date completed and any risk factors assigned.

For a B to N category change, the NA and all answers will be copied over excluding the date completed and the BF questions.

For a P to B or N recert, the NA will not be copied over.

For an I to C recert, the NA will not be copied over.

This change was moved to PROD on 8/7/07.

2.) H201/H202 county code and other State entries.  These two screens will now allow any state to be keyed in the address field.  It must be a valid state.  The county code will no longer flip to the MOCARES screen.  It will require a corresponding county code for the zip code and vise versa.  This change will be moved to PROD on 8/20/07.

3.) Printing Food Instruments (FIs) after recert month.  The system will no longer allow printing of FIs for any category code the month after the recert date.  Example: if the recert date is 8/15/07, FIs can only be printed up to and including on 8/31/07.  This change will be moved to PROD on 8/20/07.

4.) BF infants & full infant formula packages - The system will no longer allow a full formula food package to be issued to an infant if that infant's H225 health history is marked as "F" for fully breastfeeding.  This will show error in the system on the FI print screens (H651/H652/H653).  A message will be returned "Full BF I".  There will be no error message on the H421/H422/H423 cert screens for this because the H225 can be changed after the cert screen is keyed.  This change will be moved to PROD on 8/20/07.

5.) H601/S020 label request and print screen.  The participant labels and No-Show FI report will no longer be available to request or print from HANDS from the H601/S020 screen.  The participant labels and No-Show FI reports have been created and posted on the web using the data warehouse. Refer to the WIC Updates article dated July 2, 2007 at http://www.dhss.mo.gov/wic/WICupdates/index.html.   If you use or need either of these reports, you'll want to access them from there.  This change will be moved to PROD on 8/31/07.
