WIC Updates – HANDS Information – 12/26/07

1.
Medicaid Name Change to MOHealthnet.

Effective 1/1/08, all references to Medicaid on the WIC screens will be changed to the new name MOHealthnet and where necessary to abbreviate, MOHN.  Examples of where you will see this change will be in the referrals, any printed reports and the H201 screen. 

2.
HCAL Screen - Additional Date Field

A new date field has been added to the HCAL screen, named "Calculate Date".  The purpose of this date field is to be able to calculate the gestation age from a different date rather than the current date.


Example:  To calculate the gestation age as of the current date on the computer (today's date or 12/26/07), key the date of birth and Date of Last Normal Menses (DLNM) but do not key anything into the new date field.


To calculate the gestation age as of one week ago (7 days prior to today's date=12/19/07), key the date of birth and DLNM and key 12/19/07 into the new date field.

H403/H423 Changes to Allow blood work data & date


The H403/H423 screens have been modified to allow the blood work data (Hema/Hemo) and date to be keyed with the correct information at anytime during the certification period.  The purpose of this change is to allow unknown values for the blood work data to be updated once the information is obtained.


Example:  A postpartum woman is certified right after delivery as an N but the blood work will not be done until the next month.  At the time the N record is keyed, 888 is keyed in the Hemo field to indicate unknown values.  When the woman comes in for her next appointment, the blood work is taken and then keyed on the H403 screen with the date it was obtained.


If the blood work was not taken until two months after the initial N certification, the H403 screen would not allow the correct blood work date to be keyed, leaving the 888 in the Hemo field.  This change should help to eliminate unknown data during the certification period.
