WIC Certification and Recertification Visits
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Young children are more susceptible to serious complications associated with certain diseases and have different immunization requirements than older children.

The following table is a screening tool to help you as you are reviewing immunization records. This table is NOT a recommended schedule.  It should only be used to help determine whether an infant or child should be referred to a provider for one or more immunizations.

*The Rotavirus series should not be started on children 12 weeks of age or older and no doses should be given after the child reaches 32 weeks of age.

Influenza vaccine is recommended annually (September through March) for all children aged 6-59 months.  Household contacts and out of home caregivers of all children 0 to 59 months should also be immunized.

The Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) allows a 4-day grace period. Immunizations administered up to 4 days before the minimum interval or age can be counted as valid.
