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New Policies and Risk Factors:

1.  #904, Exposure to Environmental Tobacco Smoke (ETS) [new] – ER# 2.05825

Risk factor 904 (Environmental Tobacco Smoke [ETS] Exposure) must be assigned to Pregnant Women, Breastfeeding Women, Non Breastfeeding Women, Infants, and Children who are determined to be exposed to smoke from tobacco products inside the home.  

Health Professionals would ask the following:

For women, ask the question “Does anyone else living in your household smoke inside the home?”

For infants and children, ask the question “ Does anyone living in your household smoke inside the home?”  

If the answer to the question is “yes”, the risk factor will be automatically assigned when entered into the computer system. This will be assigned based on current data under the WIC Eligibility Client Data Section.

Note: Risk Factor 904 cannot be assigned to the Pregnant woman, Breastfeeding woman or Non-Breastfeeding woman who smokes inside the home.  Risk factor 904 may only be assigned if someone else who lives in their household smokes inside the home.  Refer to Risk Factor 371.

CPAs and Nutritionists would provide appropriate counseling, focusing on:  Intake of Vitamin C and fruits and vegetables and Protecting participants and their children from ETS exposure.    

Refer to ER #2.02800 for priority assignment.

2.  #371, Maternal Smoking (updated & ‘revived’) – ER# 2.05850

Risk factor 371 (Maternal Smoking) must be assigned to Pregnant Women, Breastfeeding Women, and Non Breastfeeding Women who are determined to smoke any tobacco product, i.e., cigarettes, pipes, or cigars.  

Health Professionals would ask the following:

Ask the question “Do you smoke any cigarettes, pipes or cigars?”

If the answer to the question is “Yes”, the risk factor will be automatically assigned when entered into the computer system. This will be assigned based on current data under the WIC Eligibility Client Data Section.

CPAs and Nutritionists would provide appropriate counseling, focusing on intake of Vitamin C.  

All staff may provide appropriate referral information such as smoking cessation programs.

Refer to ER #2.02800 for priority assignment.

3. HANDS Screens and WIC-1 and WIC-2 form changes:
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Minor revisions and format changes were made to the following policies:

4. #340 Nutrition-Related Risk Conditions will now be ER# 2.04475


Multiple sclerosis (MS) and Parkinson’s disease have been added to the listing under Central Nervous System Disorders.

5. #300 Pregnancy Induced Conditions will remain as ER# 2.04450.  Policy was separated from Nutrition-Related Risk Conditions and clarification added.

6. ER# 2.02800 Cert, Recert and Infant Follow-up Components has been updated to add clarification regarding children hematological data collection guidelines; timelines for completion of nutrition assessments; and additions made to Risk Factors Definition Table.  The Risk Criteria by Priority table is now linked to this policy.

7. ER# 2.04550 Guidelines for Assigning Dietary Risk Factors has been updated to include clarification regarding nutrition assessment completion.  

8. ER# 2.10300 Prenatal Weight Gain Chart has been updated to include information regarding the pregnant adolescent female.  Information has been included regarding instances when pre-pregnancy weight is unknown.

9. ER# 2.10400 Growth Charts has been updated to include information regarding the pregnant adolescent female. 

10. ER# 2.02810 Adolescent Females was deleted and information included in ER# 2.10300, 2.10400 and 2.02800.

11.  ER# 2.03000 Risk Criteria by Priority was deleted and information included in ER# 2.02800.

12.  The WIC Certification forms for Woman (WIC 1) and Infant/Child (WIC 2) have been revised due to screen changes and implementation of new risk factors.  During the week of March 17, 2008, the warehouse will begin shipping a 2-3 month supply of the forms to all local WIC providers.  The effective date to use the revised WIC 1 and WIC 2 is April 14, 2008.  Please destroy old forms (06/07 version) and order additional forms    (04/08 version) from the warehouse as needed.
