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National WIC Association Leadership Academy Scholarship

For the cohort beginning Fall 2015

The Missouri State Office is offering one scholarship for Local WIC Provider (LWP) staff to complete a cohort of the National WIC Association Leadership Academy.  Graduates of the Academy will possess the leadership skills and attributes necessary to think and act strategically, exhibit critical-thinking skills, and manage results-oriented teams.  The Leadership Academy is comprised of four courses, each eight weeks in length.  The courses are offered via a simple-to-access website.  The weekly assignments will take approximately 2 hours per week to complete.  Staff who are accepted into the Leadership Academy are expected to successfully complete the following four courses:

· Course 1 – What it Means to be a WIC Leader 

· Course 2 – Managing the WIC Mission 

· Course 3 – Results-Oriented WIC Leadership 

· Course 4 – Mission Critical WIC Initiatives

This scholarship targets emerging and current leaders who seek to develop and/or update their leadership skills, and includes the following requirements:

· Must be a current employee of a local WIC agency;
· Complete the application, detailing leadership activities, contributions to WIC and reasons for wanting to complete the Leadership Academy;

· Attach a recommendation from your Administrator.  The recommendation should include a description of how the individual has demonstrated an interest and skill in leadership, their comfort level with self-paced learning, their comfort with online learning, as well as support for 2 hours release time weekly to complete the assignments;

· Attach a copy of your resume.

The State WIC Office will make the final decision and request that the selected individual apply through the NWA Leadership Academy process.  

The State WIC Office will provide:

· Payment of registration 
· Reimbursement for two hours release time weekly
