State Breastfeeding Coordinator

The Department of Health and Senior Services Division of Community and Public Health, Section for Healthy Families and Youth, Bureau of Genetics and Healthy Childhood is hiring for the position of Senior Public Health Nurse in the Jefferson City office.  This position functions as the state breastfeeding coordinator and is the DHSS breastfeeding expert.  

The position collaborates with external agencies (public and private organizations) to promote breastfeeding and to serve as a resource for area professionals and the public by responding to requests for information and by providing clinical expertise and experiences on breastfeeding.  This position conducts studies and prepares reports, correspondence, and maintains records.  The position is required by the federal Special Supplemental Nutrition Program for Women, Infants, and Children (WIC) and is responsible to provide services to both WIC women and all women of Missouri.  Through WIC, the state breastfeeding coordinator also supports the state’s Breastfeeding Peer Counselor program and educates WIC staff on the benefits of breastfeeding to assist in improving the state rate for breastfeeding initiation and duration.  

The position is open to a registered nurse, licensed in the state of Missouri, with clinical experience in maternal-child health and the field of breastfeeding and certified by the International Board of Certified Lactation Consultants.
