Food Item Description Changes – Effective October 1, 2014

Summary of Changes that are effective October 1, 2014
1. Updated Food & Formula Reference Guide (FFRG) –
·  Effective October 1, 2014.  FFRG - Guidelines has been updated. Please see WIC Weekly Update of September 30.
· Effective October 1, 2014.  FFRG - Formula Listing has been updated. Please see WIC Weekly Update of September 23.
2. Updated Medical Documentation – Health Care Provider Authorization (WIC 27) Effective October 1, 2014.  The WIC 27 form has been updated.  Please begin using the updated form and share with the physicians you work with. Please see WIC Weekly Update of September 23
3. New Nutrition Education Selections in MOWINS.  On October 1 you will see two new selections available in MOWINS for coding Nutrition Education. Please see WIC Weekly Update of September 23.

· NE follow up – Use this selection to document follow up to web education and alternative education.  A general note is still necessary to document the specifics of follow-up.  As you know, follow up is required but is not counted as one of the required nutrition education contacts.

· My Plate – The My Pyramid selection is no longer available and is replaced by My Plate.
4. Immunization: Effective October 1, 2014, Document not reviewed and Document Not available in MOWINS will be inactivated and will not show in the dropdown list as a selection. See WIC Weekly Update message of September 23rd.
5. New Food Items to Be Available in MOWINS on October 1, 2014.  Please see WIC Weekly Update of September 15 for the complete list.  The following is a brief list of food items added to MO WIC:
· Skim – 1% milk for children 2 years and above and to women 
· Please see poster in WIC Weekly Update of September 2. 

· Low Fat Milk Resources in Various Languages –August 11 Update
· Goat milk

· Salmon

· Sardines in tomato and mustard sauces

· Tofu

· Removing 46 oz cans of juice from the Program
For any new food item that replaces an old food item, such as milk, a new food prescription must be created for each participant that uses that item.
6. Mead Johnson’s “Ready To Use” Infant Formulas. The descriptions for the contract infant formulas “Ready-To-Use” are revised to allow participants to purchase either 1 quart/32 oz. bottles or 8 oz. 4-packs.  Walmart stores may carry only 4-packs of these products.  Please see WIC Weekly Update of September 8 for more details. The following changes will be effective October 1:

· 1 QT/32 OZ OR (8 oz 4-pack) ENFAMIL GENTLEASE RTU
· 1 QT/32 OZ OR (8 oz 4-pack) ENFAMIL AR RTU
· 1 QT/32 OZ OR (8 oz 4-pack) ENFAMIL PROSOBEE RTU
· 1 QT/32 OZ OR (8 oz 4-pack) ENFAMIL INFANT RTU
