WIC Certifier
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The Nutrition Coordinator shall supervise the WIC Certifier for nutrition education, issuing food prescriptions and risk factor assignment.  

WIC Certifier is allowed to perform the following functions in MOWINS:

1. Assist in obtaining certification data such as: demographics, height/length, weight measurements, and hemoglobin/hematocrit values.
2. Assist in the promotion of breastfeeding as the preferred method of feeding.

3. Inform participants of their qualifying risk factors for program eligibility and participant’s rights and obligations. 
4. Enter all VENA questions and assess designated questions for risk factor assignment.  CPA will complete the VENA nutrition education and counseling.

5. Schedule participants for follow-up appointments. 

i. High-risk participants within 30 days.

ii. Non-high risk participants within 60 days.  

6. Determine eligibility by assigning risk factors except risk factors 401, 428 and 501.

7. Prescribe standard food packages: all milk or milk and cheese.
8. Prescribe standard contact formulas: Enfamil LIPIL, ProSobee LIPIL, Lactofree LIPIL (powder and concentrate).  During conversion of HANDs to MOWINS, the food package the participant is receiving in HANDS will not convert over to MOWINS, thus each participant must have a food package issued to them in MOWINS . The WIC Certifier can only prescribe the standard contract formulas.  The CPA must prescribe all other formulas.
9. Provide and record all aspects of the initial education “AR” contact. 

10. Record the goal “topic” for the participant in MOWINS.

11. Complete designated areas of the High-Risk Care Plan in MOWINS. 

12.  Refer participants to appropriate social, health and/or nutrition services.

WIC Certifier is NOT allowed to perform the following functions in MOWINS:

1. Provide individual or group nutrition education, except AR contact.

2. Counsel participants on health, nutrition related issues or provide exit counseling.

3. Prescribe food packages for the following:

a. Exempt Formulas

b. Medical Foods

c. Partially breastfed infants

d. Woman and children with special dietary needs

e. Full prorated packages

f. Homeless

g. Tailored food packages

4. Counsel participant on food package prescription as it relates to nutrition.  

5. Provide second and subsequent nutrition education contacts.  

Training Requirements:

1. Must complete the WIC Para-Professional Training.

2. Must obtain 5 continuing nutrition education hours every year (October 1st to September 30th).

3. Attend mandatory retraining every 5 years.
