Duties of this Position:

· Develops, manages and evaluates the breastfeeding promotion and support components of the WIC Program.
· Ensures that all local WIC agency staff receives competency-based training on breastfeeding promotion and support.

· Supervises the Missouri WIC Program’s Breastfeeding Peer Counseling Coordinator.

· Develops state policies, procedures and guidelines for breastfeeding promotion and support.

· Collaborates with external agencies (public and private) to promote breastfeeding and to implement Missouri Breastfeeding Initiatives.

· Keeps current with up-to-date nutrition and breastfeeding information and to serve as a resource for professionals and the public regarding evidence-based practices.

· Identifies and develops appropriate breastfeeding education resources and materials.

· Monitors state breastfeeding initiation and duration rates.

A registered dietitian licensed in the state of Missouri, with experience in maternal-child health and the field of breastfeeding, and certified by the International Board of Certified Lactation Consultants (IBCLC) is preferred for this position. Excellent customer service, written and verbal communication, teamwork, confidentiality and prioritization skills are required.
