Sections on Core Public Health Functions
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The following sections are color coded by core function.  The Assessment section is in blue, Policy Development and Planning section is in red while the Assurance section is green.  
The section for each core function is subdivided into Principal Elements, Key Activities and Local/State Roles. All these functions, elements, activities and roles make up the Missouri Model of Public Health and define the basic practice of public health in our state.  Most of the local and state roles are linked and interdependent.  Roles that are linked are identified by the color code and by an arrow ( ( ( after the “linked” local role.  To interpret the code for a single role (using the first local role - 1A1L), for example:

--Collecting Health Related Data (Principal Element).

--Developing and maintaining systems for collecting vital records,  

            community and demographic data that characterize the health of the 

            population, conditions that affect health, and the health system. (Key Activity)

--Collect local vital records on births and deaths and forward to the state health  

             agency  (  (Local Role)
And by forwarding the records to the state agency, it allows the state to fulfill its role of:  1A1S Receive and compile vital reports received from local jurisdictions (State Role).  Roles that are not linked and have no local component, such as 1A9S (Collect and compile health discharge reports from facilities throughout the state) are shown in black only.  Similarly, unlinked local roles with no state component are also shown in black.
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
