

Medication Dispensing Procedures

If you live or are visiting in the affected area, please send one adult per household to the Point of Dispensing Site (POD), located at _____________________________________.

The household representative will be allowed to pick up medication for all affected household members, by filling out appropriate forms for each affected person.  In order to expedite the process, please bring the following information with you for each affected household member.

· Height and Weight

· Allergies

· Current Medications

· Medical Conditions (past and current)

· Date of last Tetanus shot

· Primary Care Physician with phone number

Once you have filled out all forms, staff members will review them and will give you the appropriate medications.
