EMT-B Practical Results

Since January 1, 2007 I have been verifying the practical results of all EMT-B candidates to allow them to complete the process to become NREMT certified.

Recently it has come to my attention that there may be some confusion on practical results. It has been standard practice that, in regards to National Registry, practical results are referred to as “good for one year”. That does not mean that in the two years after course completion, the candidate can keep testing a failed station until they pass or exceed the 6 attempts.

The following statement is from the NREMT website under registration procedures:

Successfully complete, within the past twelve months, all sections of a state-approved EMT-Basic practical examination that equals or exceeds the established criteria of the National Registry.

All students in the testing process need to be made aware of this policy. All programs are required to have the NREMT guidelines. I would suggest that if you do not have these, you obtain these requirements at www.nremt.org
