	A request for Home and Community Based Services (HCBS), authorized by the Department of Health and Senior Services (DHSS), Division of Senior and Disability Services (DSDS) has been made on behalf of your patient. Based on initial screening, your patient has deficits in activities of daily living such that nursing facility level of care requirements have been met. The assessment is person-centered and assists in the development of a comprehensive person-centered care plan that is based on the individual’s needs, strengths, and preferences.  Once a person-centered care plan has been developed, in cooperation with your patient, you will receive a follow-up Physician Notification of Care Plan with an attached person-centered care plan.
