Physician Notification
The Division of Senior and Disability Services (DSDS) or its designee is no longer required to notify the potential participant’s physician of a request for Home and Community Based Services (HCBS).  Effective immediately, the Physician Notification of Assessment for Home and Community Based Services (DA-11a) Form and Instructions are obsolete.  
Per policy 4.20, Person Centered Care Planning and Maintenance Process, DSDS or its designee must continue to notify the participant’s physician of the initial prior authorization for HCBS via the Physician Notification of Care Plan (DA-11).  The DA-11 must be completed, sent, and uploaded into the HCBS Web Tool for all initial approvals.
