Subject:    Independent Living Waiver – Financial Management Services
Effective July 1, 2014, as a result of program changes requested by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS), the Independent Living Waiver (ILW) has changed.  The ILW will now include the authorization of Financial Management Services (FMS) for those participants enrolled in the ILW who receive Personal Care Assistance.   

FMS is a new waiver service providing administrative assistance on behalf of the participant in regards to employer and employee payroll functions and other supportive services.  FMS reduces the employer-related burden for ILW participants ensuring funds used to pay for direct care services are managed and disbursed appropriately.
The Home and Community Based Services (HCBS) Web Tool is in the process of being enhanced to accommodate the authorization of FMS.  Until the enhancements are complete in the HCBS Web Tool, the authorization of FMS shall be made by designated staff in Central Office by the completion of a Paper Prior Authorization (PA) request.  
Participants currently enrolled in the ILW have been identified and the paper PA has been completed and submitted for authorization as appropriate.  After July 1, 2014 the Bureau of Program Integrity (BPI) shall notify the designated staff in Central Office when the request for ILW enrollment has been made and approved and the authorization of FMS is necessary.  In addition, after the initial authorization of FMS, any subsequent change in the FMS provider shall require notification to BPI.
