Updated Reimbursement Rate for Home and Community Based Services and Monthly Unit Maximums
Effective October 1, 2013, the reimbursement rate to providers for Home and Community Based Services (HCBS) has been increased.  This increase shall affect all HCBS rates, except for Case Management, Specialized Medical Equipment, Specialized Medical Supplies, and Specialized Medical Adaptations through the Independent Living Waiver (ILW).
At the time of the next reassessment or care plan change, whichever comes first, the authorized units shall be adjusted accordingly to assure the authorized services are at or below the established monthly cost maximum.  
The formulas for the HCBS worksheets have been revised accordingly.
