SB 577 Language; Section 208.152.1 (14) RSMo

The Division of Senior and Disability Services (DSDS) has received several requests for authorization of one (1) hour of personal care per day for residents of Residential Care Facilities (RCF) based on language in SB 577 (2007).  Within context of the statutes, requests for personal care services continue to require documentation sufficient to validate accessing federal funds:

· The requirements for accessing long-term care benefits in an individual’s private residence, residential care facility, or nursing facility include documentation that the participant’s functional limitations require an institutional level of care.  Information in a request from an attending physician or facility assessor that is sufficient to determine that the individual meets the institutional level of care is determined eligible for the MO HealthNet funded personal care program.  

· The amount of services MO HealthNet can reimburse a provider on behalf of a participant is based on the documentation of the participant’s functional limitations and unmet needs.  Information from an attending physician or facility assessor that is sufficient to make a determination of the number of units of services required will be authorized for reimbursement for personal care.
