prescribers and pharmacies. Data may only be released to
regulatory authorities as authorized by HIPAA.

The NPLEx system is set up so that the customer can
contact them and ask why their sale was denied. Pharmacies are asked to write down the date, time, and transaction
number of the denial and then provide the customer with the toll free NPLEx telephone number of (888)-520-6384. Please
keep this telephone number handy by your front counter so that customers can make inquiries about their transactions.
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
