Do you live in a house built before 1978?  Have you done remodeling?  Does your house have cracking or peeling paint?  Older homes often have lead-based paint that put a pregnant woman, her unborn baby, and any other children at risk for lead poisoning.  Take the following steps to help protect yourself and your children: get tested for lead; wash your hands often; eat healthy foods high in calcium, iron, and zinc; don’t remove lead paint yourself; stay away during lead paint removal or remodeling; follow all safety rules at work and be careful not to bring lead dust home; stay away from hobbies that use lead; clean often with a wet-mop or wet-cloth to reduce lead dust; and check your home for lead hazards.
