	Fruit & Vegetable WIC Checks

(Cash Value Voucher)
	· When fruits and vegetables are purchased that exceed the dollar amount on the WIC check, the WIC participant can:

· Pay the difference using cash, check, credit/debit card, or SNAP EBT card.

· Pay the difference by using multiple fruit and vegetable checks together.

· Tax will be applied to the difference if the WIC participant pays with cash, check or

credit/debit card. 
Example: the participant's fruit and vegetable check has a value of $10.00 and the cost of the fruits and vegetables at the register is $12.00.  The participant may either remove $2.00 worth of fruits and vegetables from their purchase or they may pay the extra $2.00 & tax using cash, check, credit/debit card, or SNAP EBT card.
· If their fruit and vegetable purchase does not add up to the maximum amount printed on the check, they will not receive money back.

· This change will not require a new/revised food prescription to be entered in MOWINS.

· The WIC State Office has developed a poster informing participants that they may pay the amount exceeding the maximum value of the WIC check.  All local WIC providers (LWP) will receive the printed poster by 2/27/15.
· Page 14 – new WIC Approved Food List – to be available in March.

	Additional Standard Contract Infant Formula 

Infants 6-12 months old  
	· Infants 6-12 months old with a qualifying medical condition and documentation will be able to receive additional standard contract infant formula in lieu of infant foods at the same maximum monthly allowance as infants 4-6 months. 
· WIC 27 (Medical Documentation form) is Required.

     There will be a MOWINS enhancement so that in the future this will be a Food  
      Package III.

[Note] Currently this is only allowed if an infant is receiving an exempt/special formula.

	Potatoes

(Fresh & Frozen)
	· Fresh Potatoes
Allowed: Any potatoes 

· Frozen Potatoes
Allowed: Any plain frozen vegetable, frozen steamed vegetable including potatoes, or plain frozen vegetable mixtures including potatoes without any added ingredients,

seasonings, sugars or oils

Not Allowed:  Any French fries, tator tots, potato rounds, diced potatoes, shredded hash browns or hash brown patties with added oils, seasonings, or sugars.  “Important!”

	Low Fat/Fat Free Yogurt
(32 oz)
	· Approved for children 24 months of age and above and women

· Not allowed for children12-23 months old 
·  See the new Food List for approved yogurt (Brands/Varieties) (Page 3)
· A maximum of 32 oz. of yogurt may be substituted for one quart of milk.  
 Yogurt (32 oz.) = Milk 1 quart
· This change will require the counseling staff to create a new food prescription when the participant requests yogurt.  “Important!”

	Canned Beans 
	· Approved: Bush’s Best Fat Free Refried Canned Beans (16 oz.) 

· No changes to the current Food Item Description

	Lactose Free Milk
	· Approved:  Any brand of Lactose Free Milk
