

Emergency Shelter-in-Place Alert

Due to the release of (agent/chemical/etc), a hazardous substance that can (describe effects), it is important for anyone currently in the area of (location) to shelter-in-place immediately, until further notice.

To shelter-in-place:

· Take your family and pets indoors.

· Lock all doors and close all windows, air vents and fireplace dampers.

· Turn off fans, air-conditioners or forced air heating systems.

· Take your emergency supply kit and go into an inner room at ground level, with the fewest windows.  Underground safe rooms may not be the best place to go in this situation as some contaminants may seep into the room.

· Seal windows, doors and air vents with plastic sheeting and duck tape.  If you don’t have these supplies on hand, use whatever you have to seal gaps in order to create a barrier between you and the contaminate.

· You may need to stay in the room for several hours.  Listen to a credible news source for information on when it is safe to come out.

If you are not home, but are in the affected area, please take shelter in the nearest building, and follow the guidelines above as closely as possible.
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
