PURPOSE

The Entry Warrant (DA-10) is used to provide the Circuit Court with an acceptable entry warrant (in accordance with 192.2465.2, RSMo, & 192.2455, RSMo).

NUMBER OF COPIES

The Circuit Court will complete an original and one copy.  The Adult Protective & Community Worker (APCW) must secure four additional copies.

INSTRUCTIONS 

The DA-10 is completed by the Circuit Court.  The APCW should take three blank copies of the form and give them to the court clerk when presenting an application for Entry Warrant Affidavit.

DISTRIBUTION

The court will give at least one copy of the DA-10 with the Judge's original signature to the APCW.  That copy will be served by a peace officer to the person barring access.  An additional copy of the form is given to the peace officer for their record.  One copy is retained in the Protective Services section of the case record.  One copy is given to the Adult Protective & Community Supervisor (APCS).  One copy is sent to the Office of General Counsel (OGC).
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
