Subject:     Manual Revisions

Effective July 10, 2006, the NRP2 and Victim Screens will be consolidated.  At that time, the nature codes of M01 (mentally ill) and M02 (mentally retarded) will no longer be used as new fields have been added to allow the Worker to indicate if the Reported Adult has either of these diagnoses.  All pending hotlines with these nature codes will be converted by ITSD such that an indicator will be entered into the corresponding new field and the M01 and M02 nature codes deleted.

The attached policies provide direction in the use of the new screens.

Adult Protective Services Manual

1707.80 The CRANE Data Entry policy has been revised.  With the consolidation of the NRP2 and Victim Screens, the requirements of some fields have been changed and new fields have been added.  The Date of Data Entry field will now automatically fill with the current date that information is added.  When appropriate, Mini Mental Status Exam, Geriatric Depression Scale, and Clock Test scores may be entered in the designated fields.  The AP Screen now permits data entry for up to three (3) perpetrators on one screen and allows the Worker to check for aliases on each perpetrator.
