Chapter one of the Adult Protective Services Policy and Procedure Manual has been updated with statutory changes and reformatted to facilitate future revisions.
Adult Protective Services (APS) Manual
1701.30
Section 660 RSMo has been updated to incorporate the use of the word disability rather than handicapped, changes and additions to language regarding the EDL, and changes to language regarding criminal background checks.  
1701.40
Section 565 RSMo has been updated to incorporate changes in penalties for elder abuse as well as changes to statute references. 
1701.50
Section 198 RSMo has been updated to incorporate additions to the language regarding misappropriation in a facility.
1701.60
Sections 475 and 483 RSMo have been updated to place statutes in numeric order.
1701.70
Section 570 RSMo has no statutory changes; however, the format has been updated to facilitate future revisions.
1701.80
Section 208 RSMo has been updated to reflect the Regional Manager as the designee for reports of deteriorating health conditions.  Other updates related to deteriorating health conditions will be released in the near future.
