1701.40 
Chapter 565.182 has been revised as a result of Senate Bill 689. The language in elder abuse in the second degree has been clarified for prosecutorial purposes.  
1701.70 
Chapter 570.145 has been revised to incorporate the use of undue influence in the definition of financial exploitation. The statute updates allow for the release of financial records of Medicaid-eligible nursing facility residents when funds are being diverted from the nursing facility and allows for penalties if this occurs. The revision also provides greater ability to prosecute those who are financially exploiting and are in a position of power over an elderly person or person with a disability.
