Enhancements to the APS Manual have been made to APS Policy 1705.00: Ethics and Expectations of APS Staff to include an employee code of ethics as an expectation. The code of ethics contained in policy is a product of the National Association of Social Workers and the National Adult Protective Services Association’s codes.
