PDW Guidebook


PHYSICAL DISABILITIES WAIVER PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The Physical Disabilities Waiver (PDW) provides home and community-based services to individuals with serious and complex medical needs who have reached the age 21 and are no longer eligible for home care services available through Healthy Children and Youth (HCY) in Missouri.  This waiver must provide a cost-effective alternative to placement in an Intermediate Care Facility for the Mentally Retarded (ICF/MR).

The Department of Health and Senior Services, Bureau of Special Health Care Needs (BSHCN) assists the Department of Social Services, MO HealthNet Division (DSS/MO HealthNet Division) in administration of the waiver by providing administrative case management services for individuals who are served by this waiver. 

Waiver services are limited to individuals who have previously required private duty nursing services through Healthy Children and Youth (HCY) in the State of Missouri.  Individuals that are between the ages of 21 and 32 may participate in SFY99 and the maximum age shall raise 1 year for each year of the waiver so that individuals age 34 may participate in year 3 of the waiver.  With an effective date of July 1, 1998, individuals shall have been born on or after July 1, 1966, to participate in PDW in SFY99.
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
