ASSESSMENT

An Assessment for the Physical Disabilities Waiver is performed by a nursing Service Coordinator from the Department of Health and Senior Services, Bureau of Special Health Care Needs. It is to be completed 1-3 months prior to the participant’s 21st birthday when possible.  The assessment process includes a discussion of all possible alternatives the individual may choose, including ICF-MR placement.  During the assessment process, the Service Coordinator determines the level of care the individual is currently receiving and requesting, as well as the medical necessity for those services.  Upon completion of the assessment, the Service Coordinator completes the following forms, and with the participant, develops a plan of care.

· Level of Care Determination Summary (Appendix B)

· Client Assessment Form (Appendix C)

· PDW Plan of Care (Appendix D)

· Client Choice Statement (Appendix E)

· PA forms, including copies of Durable Medical Equipment invoices if applicable (Appendix F)

· Nursing plan of care (e.g. 485) from the Provider to be attached to the PA 

The Service Coordinator submits the assessment information to the PDW Program Manager for approval. 

The PDW Program Manager will notify the Service Coordinator of the approval/denial of enrollment in the waiver.

The MO HealthNet Division (DSS/MO HealthNet Division) Fiscal Agent will notify the provider of the PA request approval/denial.
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
