MEDICAL NECESSITY

A Service Coordinator will assess medical needs of the individual.  In addition to the nursing assessment the Service Coordinator may review the following information as appropriate in determining medical necessity: 
· Physician's orders 

· Plan of care 

· Medical reports 

· Provider progress notes and reports 

· Family strengths and weaknesses including the physical and emotional capacity of the parent/caregiver 

· A previous BSHCN medical record 

· Documentation of verbal reports from the hospital discharge planners, service providers, Department of Mental Health Case Managers and/or Family Support Division Case Workers 

Each request shall be evaluated by considering the specific medical needs and care of the participant ordered by a physician along with specific individual interventions to be provided. 
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
